The Town of Lyme and surround-
ing region is a part of what is
known as "The Upper Valley". This
designation refers to a geographic
area stretching along both sides of
the Connecticut River in Central
New Hampshire and Vermont.

All the local towns have some
thing unique to offer, Thetford,
Lebanon, Hanover and Norwich
each offer a weekly farmers mar-
ket. Organic and locally produced

Guests often ask, “What is up
with Pinnacle CoHousing?”” The
answer is...lots! Seven years after
we bought Loch Lyme Lodge we
are fleshing out our
“entitlements” with Lyme’s Plan-
ning Board. The Planning Board
has determined that we have done
enough work on developing a 5-
lot subdivision to be able to pro-
pose a design using Lyme’s “lot

size averaging provisions”. We hope
to break ground on the first of our
co-homes, on a septic system to
serve our homes and the hospitality
business, and on strengthening and
improving the barn no later than the
spring of 2013. Our home design
continues to focus on clustered
housing above the tennis courts. We
are exploring adding four-season
B&B rooms, some with private

baths as part of Loch Lyme Lodge and will
certainly work hard to schedule building to
outside the summer season. Regular Loch
Lyme Lodge guests have found that mem-
bership in Pinnacle has advantages, even if
you do not intend to build a co-home here.
